IN THE KYIV-PECHERSK LAVRA 

Today, we grieve as we witness yet another attack on a center of spirituality, the 

Cathedral of the Holy Dormition in the Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra. This site is one of the 

greatest treasures not only for the people of Ukraine, but for the entire Orthodox world. 

The monastery is one of the most revered shrines of the Orthodox world and houses 

some of the most ancient and sacred relics. This holy shrine has been a beacon of light 

and a symbol of lasting faith to all the churches of the Slavic lands because it is from 

these hallowed halls that the faith has been passed on in Ukraine, Russia, and far 

beyond.
